. Squeegee from the center out.

. Trim edges with care.

In a pinch, you
can mix 3-5 drops of dish soap or baby
shampoo into a 32 oz. spray bottle full
of warm distilled water!

TIPS & TRICKS

Try latex graphics for backlit
projects! They're great for a
faux-stained-glass look.
Adhesion takes a half hour to
reach basic strength, 24 hours
for full strength.

Clean periodically using a soap
and water solution.

Never use harsh chemicals

or cleaning agents (such as
Windex), which can delaminate
the adhesive!

To remove the film, peel from
a top corner at an acute angle,
close to the glass, and do not
jerk or tug.

Concerned about scuffs?
Scratch-resistant film coatings
are underneath the ink of

your latex print job. Add an
overlaminate!
